Family Visitation Monitor 
Sojourners Care Network is a non-profit organization that provides support services to young 
people and families throughout southeastern Ohio. We are looking for compassionate and 
dedicated individuals to join our team  in the Family Visitation Centers. 
Sojourners’ Family Visitation Centers provide safe, supportive spaces for young people in the 
custody of Children’s Services who are placed outside of the home to spend time with family 
members or other identified permanent family supports.  Sojourners’ Family Visitation Centers 
are operated by Sojourners Care Network through contracts with partner Children’s Services 
Agencies. 
Visitation Center Monitors provide on-site supervision, monitoring and support to the families 
who utilize the Family Visitation Centers. 
 

 
As a Visitation Monitor, you will: 

• Help to provide a safe and supportive environment for all young people and 
families being served. 

• Gain skills and understanding of the dynamics of family visitation centers and 
the families involved. 

• Supervise visits between children experiencing temporary out-of-home care 
and their parents or other family members, in person or via video. 

• Create post-visit narrative reports and document unusual incidents that occur. 
• Facilitate education and skill development activities for parents and children. 
• Provide families with information on other community resources. 
• Ensure families are treated in an ethical/non-judgmental manner including 

adherence to the highest possible level of confidentiality. 
• Comply with Ohio’s mandated reporter laws and procedures. 

 
Qualifications 

**Must be at least 18 years of age to be considered.** 
 
To be a successful Family Visitation Monitor, you should have: 

• A high school diploma or equivalent (minimum requirement). 
• Excellent communication, interpersonal, and problem-solving skills. 
• The ability to work independently and as part of a team. 
• The ability to work flexible hours, including evenings, weekends, and holidays. 
• The ability to pass background checks and drug screening. 

 
Locations 
Positions are currently open at Sojourners’ Family Visitation Centers in Gallipolis, 
Pomeroy, and Jackson, Ohio. 
  



Type of Position 
Part-time, not to exceed 35 hours per week. There is no minimum weekly hour 
guarantee with this position. The work schedule will be assigned by the monitor’s 
direct supervisor based on needs of the Visitation Center clients. Part-time, not to 
exceed 35 hours per week. Base starting pay is $15 per hour; $16 per hour for 
weekends and Sojourners holidays.
